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Pierhead Building, Cardiff The Pierhead on Cardiff Bay is a visitor, events and conference venue, part of the estate of the Senedd. Grade 1 listed, it was built in 1897 as the headquarters of the Cardiff Railway Company.

Adeilad Pierhead, Caerdydd In front stands the Merchant Seaman’s Memorial designed in the form of a sleeping face fused with a ship’s hull, made by riveting plates of metal together. WEI-SH SPLE“DOUR
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Fairy Glen Gorge, Betws-y-Coed, Conwy
Ceunant Fairy Glen, Betws-y-Coed, Conwy

This lovely beauty spot on the River Conwy near Betws-y-Coed is reached by a footpath. Named for the mythical sprites which are said to live there, the Fairy Glen is a secluded,
rocky gorge where the river descends over rapids and cascades, channelled through a narrow ravine. On either side are wooded banks and rock walls covered with mosses.
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Llangrannog, Ceredigion
Llangrannog, Ceredigion

This small coastal village lies in a narrow valley with a river flowing down a steep ravine, over a waterfall, and into Cardigan Bay, where bottle-nosed dolphins are often sighted.
Protected by the rocky headland of Ynys Lochtyn, it is built around a church dedicated to St Carannog, a 6th century saint who founded several churches in Wales.
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Dyffryn Fernant Gardens, Dinas, Pembrokeshire
Gerddi Dyffryn Fernant, Dinas, Sir Benfro

This beautiful modern garden in north-west Pembrokeshire is located on the edge of the Preseli hills, at the foot of Garn Fawr. It was started from scratch in 1996, built
around the owners' home. Rich in colour and variety, it incorporates a wide range of planting including a lush bog garden, ornamental grasses, a courtyard garden and a fernery.
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Cambrian Mountains, Powys The Cambrian Mountains (Elenydad) are a remote, sparsely populated upland area of Mid Wales, which includes the sources of the River Severn and River Wye. The main settlements
Mynyddoedd Cambrian, Powys lie on the edges of a vast plateau of rolling moorland ridges, dotted with small lakes. The few roads across the mountains are some of the most scenic routes in Britain. WEI-SH SPLE“DOUR
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Llyny Fan Fach, Black Mountain, Carmarthenshire

Llyn y Fan Fach, Mynydd Du, Sir Gaerfyrddin

A breathtaking sight, Llyn y Fan Fach is a dammed lake in the western part of the Black Mountain (Y Mynydd Du) on the western side of the Brecon Beacons National Park.
It is reached by a steep climb alongside a river which cascades over several waterfalls. The remote glacial lake is surrounded by the amphitheatre-like ridge of Bannau Sir Gaer.
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
