RYE
EAST SUSSEX

Rye was a coastal port which was cut off in the 13th century when the sea retreated. This ancient town played an important role in the defence of the south coast in medieval times and its hilltop vantage

point was used to detect marauding invaders. The cobbled streets contain well-preserved buildings and secret passages once used by smugglers.
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CHAWTON
HAMPSHIRE

The delightful village of Chawton was home to Jane Austen for the last eight years of her life. The writer lived at Chawton House and would often walk through Chawton Park Woods, near the village.

The maintained wooaland, which includes mighty beach trees and Norway maples, has allowed a stunning display of bluebells to flourish in late spring.
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PORTHCURNO
CORNWALL

This beautiful white sand beach, near Lands End, is backed by granite cliffs on a turquoise bay with a stream flowing down. On the cliffs above the bay in a superb setting is the Minack Theatre, built into

the clifftop. Porthcurno became a worldwide telecommunication centre when the first submarine telegraph cables were landed here in 1870.
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LOWER BROCKHAMPTON This attractive half-timbered manor house, with tall brick chimneys, located in a peaceful, isolated wooded valley in the English-Welsh border country, was built between 1380-1400. The grounds include a
HEREFORDSHIRE small detached, timber-framed gatehouse across a moat, the remains of a 12th century chapel and a tranquil lily pond, fringed with rushes. SC E “ I C SPI.E " Dﬂu R
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HAPPISBURGH LIGHTHOUSE The iconic red and white lighthouse built in 1790 is the oldest working light in East Anglia and was once one of two lighthouses. It stands atop undulating cliffs which are gradually getting eroded by the
NORFOLK sea and wind. There is a long sandy beach below. The village has a large church with a tall tower and pretty flint and thatched cottages. SCE “ IC SPI.E “ Dou R
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WESTMINSTER Snow falls on the River Thames near Westminster Pier with a superb view of Westminster Abbey and the Houses of Parliament, also known as the Palace of Westminster, built in the 11th century as a royal s c E “ I c SPI.E “ D ou R

LONDON palace. Westminster Hall survives from this era. The Elizabeth Tower of the Palace is called Big Ben, an instantly recognisable London landmark.
